CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY – October 25


INTRODUCTION
This charging and remissions policy complies with statutory requirements and is reviewed on an annual basis.
This policy has been written in conjunction with Schools Financial Services Guidance – Schools Charging and Remissions.

CHARGING POLICY

Bradley Nursery School provides 15 hours Free Early Entitlement places for eligible two year old children in the term after they turn two. Parents need to provide nursery school with a copy of the eligibility letter (Golden ticket) to be considered for a place.
In addition, some working families will be eligible for 30 hours of funding for children who are two years old through Childcare Choices (Expanded offer).

For three and four year old children Nursery School provides the Universal Entitlement of 15 hours per week. This is offered as either 5 morning sessions or 5 afternoon sessions.  
Some working parents of three and four year old children will be eligible for 30-hour funding, through Childcare Choices (Extended offer).  The 30 hours can be used in a number of different ways as detailed below.

Fees are payable one week in advance; payment can be made by cash, standing order, bank transfer or tax free childcare.

Full fees are payable for sessions which have been booked even if your child is absent due to sickness or non-attendance.

Late collection charges
Where a child is not collected on time, as set out in the nursery school agreement, a charge of £4.60 will apply for each late collection. Late charges will be made after two verbal reminders. Parents who persistently collect their child(ren) up late will be asked to meet with the Headteacher to agree a plan. If collection does not improve then the removal of the Nursery place is at the Headteacher’s discretion.

Voluntary Contributions (School Fund)
Families at Bradley Nursery School are asked to make a school fund contribution of £12 every half term (there are 6 half terms in an academic year), this can be paid weekly or as a block payment.

Whilst School Fund is voluntary, it pays for the extras we provide at nursery that the free nursery grant does not cover.  Parents of children who do not receive any nursery grant are not required to pay school fund as these extras are included in the nursery fees. 

School Fund’ is used for the following items:  
· Snack
· Baking ingredients
· Books and book bag
· Entertainers and party food
· Christmas presents
· Spare clothes and waterproofs for nursery
· Forest School extras
· Small items that may extend the children’s learning
· Planting e.g. sunflowers etc
· Items for special occasions e.g. Mother’s Day, Easter etc. 

Subsidising educational visits and visitors to school


All contributions will be banked in an unofficial school fund which is audited annually.


Educational Visits
Educational Visits play an important part in a child’s learning and parents may be asked to make a voluntary contribution towards an outing with the remainder being subsidised by school fund. The charge will be for the cost of transport and/or subsidised entry to a venue. Education provided will not be charged for.
· Costings of educational visits will be given to parents and no more than 60% of the total cost will be charged.
· Adequate notice of charges will be given to parents so that payments can be made at a time convenient to themselves.
· No child will be stopped from going on a visit if an additional payment is not made by the family.  However, where insufficient funds have been contributed, a visit can be cancelled.

Visitors to school
Our Early Years Curriculum is enhanced further by having visitors in school to provide experiences that extend beyond our nursery provision, such as creature handling sessions, the farm, Burnley Youth Theatre, and a range of artists, dance/music specialists.  
· These enhancements will be paid for using the unofficial school fund.
· Parents may at times be asked to make voluntary contributions towards the cost of these.

School policies and procedures are available on the school website and in the office and are available to read on request.


Remissions Policy
Charges for other 'chargeable activities' may also be fully or partly remitted. Where appropriate Governors approve the use of the delegated budget and other funding streams such as Pupil Premium to allow 'chargeable activities' to be fully or partly remitted.

Details of any remission arrangements will be made clear when parents are informed of charges for individual activities.
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
