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Our Curriculum 
Intent- is knowing what we want our children to learn
At Bradley Nursery School our ethos of growing and learning together is at the heart of all that we do. We believe that every child is unique, capable and full of potential. Our curriculum is designed to provide children with the knowledge, skills and experiences that they need to be independent, curious, creative, confident and resilient learners. We place strong emphasis on developing every child’s communication and language, personal, social and emotional and physical development recognising that these are the foundations for future learning and success. Our curriculum and skills pathways are sequential ensuring that our children master and build upon foundational knowledge and skills in each area of learning and provision to ensure success over time. 
Implementation – is knowing how to deliver the learning
We achieve this through high-quality interactions, purposeful play, carefully planned experiences and warm and nurturing relationships. Our skilled staff know our children well and support them to explore, investigate, communicate and develop their independence through high quality learning opportunities both indoors and outdoors. Our environments are carefully planned and enhanced to ensure that they are inclusive, encourage curiosity and creativity and support learning across all seven aspects of our curriculum. We ensure that children experience a combination of planned and self-initiated learning experiences, woven throughout the day that are meaningful and build upon the children’s interests and developmental needs. Through careful observations and targeted support, practitioners scaffold learning, introduce new vocabulary, and ensure every child makes progress. We work closely with our parents and families to support their children’s learning through our parental engagement offer recognising that young children have the best start in life when partnerships between nursery and families are strong.
Impact- is knowing what our children have achieved and measuring how effective the learning has been
The impact of our curriculum can be seen throughout nursery in children who are content, engaged and eager to learn. They demonstrate confidence, creativity and resilience when approaching their learning and achieve good levels of progress from their individual starting points. Children leave Bradley Nursery School with the foundational knowledge and skills across all seven areas of learning that they need for their next stage of education and to continue on their journey as life long learners. 
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
