British Values
 
At Bradley Nursery School, we believe children thrive when they feel safe, valued, respected and that they belong. 
Through our curriculum, relationships and daily interactions, we actively promote the fundamental British Values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, and mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs. 
Democracy
We encourage children to understand that their voice matters and that their thoughts, ideas and feelings are important.
· Children are encouraged to share their ideas, interests, opinions, which help shape learning opportunities and experiences.
· Adults support children to make choices and decisions throughout the day, for example selecting resources, stories, songs and activities.
· Children are encouraged to work collaboratively, take turns, share ideas and solve problems together.
· We support children to listen to others, value different viewpoints and respects the contributions of others within the group.
· Opportunities are provided for children to talk about their feelings, preferences and experiences.
· Adults model respectful communication and help children to understand that everyone has a role within the wider community.
· We promote an environment where children feel safe to express themselves, make mistakes, retry challenges and develop resilience.
· We encourage children to value each other’s views and beliefs and to talk about their feelings, for example when they do or do not need help, activity ideas, about their likes and dislikes. 
· We support the children to make choices for example, activities, stories, songs etc
· We encourage children to complete activities that involve turn-taking, sharing, discussion and collaboration for example making models, role play activities, using equipment etc
· We encourage children to understand the importance of taking turns, listening to others and valuing and respecting the contributions made by other in the group.
The rule of law
We help children to understand the importance of boundaries, routines and positive behaviour.
· Adults and children follow simple class expectations, kind, calm, safe and ready to learn.
· Children are supported to understand their own behaviour and the impact their actions can have on others.
· Consistent approaches are used by adults to help children feel secure and understand expectations.
· We teach children the difference between right and wrong through positive interactions, discussion and modelling.
· Children are encouraged to take turns, share, co-operate and develop self-regulation skills.
· Adults support children to resolve conflicts respectfully and develop empathy towards others.
Individual liberty
We support children to develop confidence, independence and a positive sense of self.
· Children are encouraged to express their thoughts, ideas and interests with confidence.
· We provide opportunities for children to take safe risks, explore challenges and develop resilience.
· Adults encourage independence and celebrate effort, achievement and perseverance.
· Children are supported to make choices and develop their own interests within an inclusive environment.
· We actively promote equality of opportunity and challenge stereotypes through resources, experiences and interactions.
· Children are encouraged to ask questions, develop curiosity and understand that their views are valued and respected.
· We support children to recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others in a positive respectful way.
Mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs
We promote an inclusive environment where everyone is welcomed, valued and respected.
· Children learn about different faiths, cultures, traditions, families and communities through stories, celebrations, experiences and discussion.
· We encourage children to recognise and value similarities and differences between themselves and others.
· Opportunities are provided for children to learn about the wider world, both locally and beyond their immediate community.
· We help children to develop respect for beliefs, cultures and ways of life.
· Resources, experiences and earning opportunities reflect diversity and promote inclusion.
· Children are encouraged to develop caring, respectful relationships and understand the importance of kindness and empathy.
· We work closely with families and the wider community to help children develop a sense of belonging and understanding of the world around them.
