Approach to teaching and learning, and the ability of SEN children to engage 
Bradley Nursery School is a mainstream Nursery School. 
At Bradley Nursery School, we are committed to the inclusion of all children with additional needs and have a wide-ranging expertise in the area of SEND. We have an excellent reputation in the local area. We are committed to valuing the individuality of all of our children. We believe that activities are appropriate to children’s individual abilities, talents and personal qualities. 
For some children, additional support may be required to enable them to access the curriculum during the continuous provision. Other children require additional support at specific times, for example, if carrying out a speech and language intervention 
If a child has a particular need, we consult the relevant professional (with parental permission)

In our approach to teaching and learning of all children, we will ensure that: 
· We identify pupils with SEN as early as possible and to make appropriate intervention through using appropriate teaching method 
· We identify pupils of all ability who are underachieving and to act upon this 
· We support children to make the best progress of which they are capable 
· We maintain appropriate records and to monitor pupil progress 
· We provide full access to the EYFS Curriculum by providing full participation for pupils with SEN, and the promotion of good practice for all pupils will be encouraged. 
· We encourage success and participation for all pupils, whatever their level of ability. 
· We continue to develop a whole school approach to meeting the needs of all pupils. 
Partnership with parents 
Throughout any process or intervention, we ensure that we seek permission and work in partnership with parents in the education of their child. Our collaborative approach with parents is a cornerstone of our school's ethos. We recognise parents as the first educators of their children and value their input. We maintain daily communication, ensuring we celebrate every small step of progress, thereby fostering a sense of shared achievement. 
Identification and assessment of needs
The parent/carer, through the initial induction, identifies their child’s needs to us. Some children are already known to the Portage service and have been identified and supported by them; other children may have Speech and Language Therapy input.
A baseline assessment is carried out at the entry point for each child, determining whether additional support is needed. A WELLCOMM assessment is carried out to identify any children who may be struggling with communication skills and have a delay. 
For children who need additional support, we complete a Targeted Learning Plan, where the steps and targets are broken down in more detail. The Targeted Learning Plan is also updated every half term.

During this academic year, fifty children were on the SEND register.  Sixteen referrals were made for EHCP plans. All of these children were in the sensory/ physical or communication and Interaction category of need as defined by the SEND code of practice. 
Alongside interventions in the day-to-day key worker group, the children with Targeted Learning plans were also included in ‘Bucket time’ speech and language intervention groups or ‘sensory circuit’ intervention for their sensory needs 
During this year, we have continued to use person-centred, targeted learning plans  (TLPs) for each child needing additional support. Each TLP includes the interests of each child and their strengths. The SENDco or the class Teacher with the parents complete the plans.

Thirteen referrals were made to speech and language therapists for additional support and they join another four children on the waiting list to be assessed by Speech and Language Therapy. Twenty children received some Speech and Language Therapy input 
Sixteen requests for involvement were made to the inclusion specialist teacher service, and twenty-three children were observed during the academic year. Two children were discharged from the service as they were making good progress, and one child’s parent withdrew permission for involvement. Unfortunately, due to the high volume of referrals to the service, ten children for whom we requested involvement were not seen, as the service prioritised preschool-aged children.
The Educational Psychology service saw nine children as part of the EHCP process. 
Seventeen transition reviews were held at the end of the academic year, and all information was passed to the relevant school. Two children's Primary School placements were only confirmed in the final week of Term, which was too late to organise a Transition Review, and another child got a place at a Special School. All children this year transitioned to mainstream schools, with additional support as outlined in their EHC plans or SEN Support plans.

Expertise and training of staff
The staff at Bradley Nursery School have a wide range of experience and expertise in relation to SEND. They are provided with the opportunity to regular updates and training. 
Over the year they have undertaken the following training this year in relation to

· Sensory strategies
· LCC Specialist Teaching Service termly SEND network meetings
· WellComm
· Speech and Language interventions
· ASD training
· Training to support children with hear and sight impairment 
Attainment and progress (2024-25 cohort) 
The progress and attainment of children with additional needs was measured through Lancashire County council’s Assessment, tracking and target setting toolkit (ATTS document). In addition, progress tracked through the regular evaluation of each child’s Targeted learning plan (TLP) 
All SEND children made significant progress and met most of their targets. 
Children with medical conditions 
To ensure safety of children with medical conditions, a medical care plan is completed by the SENDco or Headteacher, in partnership with parents and overseen by a medical practitioner. We work in partnership with medical colleagues to ensure training and/or equipment can be accessed. The medical care plans outline procedures to be followed by staff within the school. A risk assessment and personal evacuation plan is implemented where necessary. All staff have received moving and handling training 
Transitions / Induction 
If a child is known to have a special educational need or disability before coming to Bradley Nursery School, the SENDco will arrange to meet and discuss their needs with the parents and gather any professional reports that may be available.
The parents/carers of children with additional needs are invited to a Transition review with representatives from the next school. These meetings are held in May or June to give the next school time to prepare
