

Bradley Nursery School Accessibility Plan May 2026 – September 2028 (Reviewed Annually)

Bradley Nursery School is a barrier free establishment, with works undertaken to make both buildings fully accessible including the main entrance doors level with the ground and wheelchair height push buttons to open the doors to the main nursery building, and disabled toilets. The physical environment at the Nursery School is spacious and is all on one level. We have a wide range of equipment and resources available for day to day use and keep resource provision under constant review. To meet individual, specific needs, provision will be adapted when pupil’s needs are known. We continue to consult with specialist teachers, advisors and other agencies when considering the purchase of equipment or investment in building works. 

The Nursery School operates an open-door policy, and parents/carers of children with SEND can discuss their child with the SENDCo or members of the Senior Leadership Team at any time. Assessment and observation have raised the following key issues: 
 Our Nest provision, which was set up for children with complex needs, has been very successful, and we often need more places than the 6 we can provide. The current position of the Nest, is not ideal (adjacent to the outside transition area for the 2-3 year old class room, as it can become very noisy). We have put in a bid for a purpose-built building to be built in our grounds, with its own access to its own outdoor environment. 
Key issues raised as barriers include
 Many Children are now starting Nursery school with delayed physical skills 
 Many children are starting nursery with delays Communication and language.

Disabled Staff 
We will contact all staff in September 2026 and ask them to assess themselves against the ‘definition of disability’ and inform the Head if they consider themselves disabled. 
At present we have no members of staff who are identified as disabled. 
Disabled parents/carers 
We will contact all parents/carers in September 2026 and ask them to assess themselves against the ‘definition of disability’ and inform the Head if they consider themselves disabled. Key issues raised as barriers in the past are: 
 Letters/information to be given in larger print for visually impaired parent/carers 
 Information to be delivered face to face or over the telephone to ensure clarity of understanding 
 The need to provide reserved seating at the front for disabled parents/carers at performances

	Continue to offer comprehensive induction and transition procedures for those children who have disability, SEN or medical needs.

- Home visit by SENCo & class teacher to gather relevant information about the child and actions identified and senior staff alerted
- Detailed meet and greets with parents/carers to establish any needs & disabilities and support required
- Staff meeting at nursery set aside to discuss new children and inform all staff of relevant information.
