	Children will explore the texture of PVA and cellulose glue on a large scale. They will become absorbed in combining items both with and without glue 

Children will tear different types of papers. They will show an interest in how scissors work.  May use with support 


Children pick up mark making materials and tools in a whole hand grasp 

	Children will repeatedly use different types of glue to eventually stick a range of materials successfully on a flat surface


Children will use scissors in their own way, they may need support to snip.  They will then begin to cut forward through paper.


Children will use glue spreaders and brushes to spread glue.  They will use pencils, felt tips, crayons and paint brushes to make marks.
	Children will use a range of techniques to join materials (masking tape, sellotape, elastic bands, paper clips, folding and, bending paper). 

Children will use scissors to cut straight, curved and zig zag lines.  They will cut 
through card and textured paper.


Children will use tape dispensers safely.


	Children will two step techniques to skilfully join materials (hole punch, treasury tags, split pins, threading resources and stitching resources).  

Children will use scissors to cut round self-drawn shapes.  They will cut lengths of tape, ribbon, string and cut packaging for their creations.

Children will use hole punches, paper clips and blunt ended darning needles to join materials.

Children explore materials in different ways using their whole bodies. They will experiment freely with limited purpose 
	Children will make simple representations, combining basic resources (paper, pencils, cutting and glue).  It will be mainly 2D.



Children will under and over estimate how much is needed.  They may cover the paper with glue to stick on something small.

Children may choose the first paper they come across.  They will explore the textures of the glue.




	Children will create with purpose, continuing to combine resources, building in new skills and techniques. They may begin to use 3D in their creations.


Children will select paper thoughtfully.  They will begin to make more accurate estimations as they recall previous experiences (under or over estimation).

Children will think about the size of the paper they need.  They may choose their favourite coloured paper.  They will explore the textures of the papers and resources available.
	Children will plan and create, combining a range of media purposefully.  They will begin to adapt and modify designs to reach initial ideas. They will begin to combine using both 2D and 3D forms.

Children will be more confident in their use of amounts, they will know what lengths and amounts they need for both large and small scale projects.

Children will use specific size and coloured paper and will carefully choose textured resources to make representations.

	Adult will model exploring glue in different ways and will show children how different collage items could sticks to glue.



Staff will support children in using training scissors and will work alongside children as they make independent attempts to use scissors. 

Staff will show interest in children’s exploration of materials and will commentate on what they see.

Adults will support children’s understanding of basic concepts such as size by commentating alongside as they explore

Adults will use words to describe materials and textures
	Explain which glue works best for different materials, eg. cellulose and glue sticks are good for paper.  Cellulose spreads easily. PVA is better to stick wood, plastic and pasta. 

Model how to use scissors and support where necessary.



Show an interest in what they are doing, encourage them to be independent with their ideas. 

Work alongside and model how to use the paper, scissors and glue etc.

Comment on the size or colour of paper,
or the amount of glue they use.

Model words to describe the glue, soft, runny, sticky, slimy, thick as they explore




	Explain and model how to use the techniques of joining.  This will need to be repeated.



Support with cutting.  Talk about the type of cuts they are making, cutting straight, round the curve, along the line.


Discuss the types of textures they encounter, eg. bumpy, rough, smooth, gritty, soft etc.

Model how to tear masking tape and how to use the sellotpe dispenser.  Explain it is sharp and that they need to be careful.
Support their use in tape, it will take time for them to use it accurately to secure materials. 


	Explain and model the two stages of the joining techniques.  This will need to be repeated.



Ask questions to encourage them to think about what they plan to make and how they are going to make it.  
What will they need? 
How much paper will they need to cover the box?
Which will be the best glue? 
How are they going to attach things?  Which colour should they use for the flowers petals? 
What will they use for the cars tyresWhat could they use to make long soft hair? 
Encourage them to think out loud to identify what might need adapting and modifying. 

Encourage them to persevere if it does not work first time, support if they give in.  Remember to support and not direct or take over.
